Thousands of people are injured each year in vehicle-pedestrian collisions.  Pedestrian 
injury does not discriminate, and regardless of age, gender, or ability, we are all at risk 
for injury or fatality when crossing the street.  However, it is young children and seniors 
in particular that are over-represented in the pedestrian injury statistics.  
 
iNAVIGAIT is a program that aims to reduce pedestrian injury and death through 
education and awareness.  It was developed in partnership with the Toronto Area 
Safety Coalition (TASC); a collaboration of community members, businesses, and 
public sector agencies and volunteer organizations in the Greater Toronto Area.

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P.A.R.T.Y. FACTS  
 

 
   

The goal of P.A.R.T.Y. Program is to provide young people with information about injury 
(trauma) that will enable them to: recognize potential injury producing situations, to 
make prevention-oriented choices and adopt behaviours that minimize unnecessary 
risk.  This program is a vital component of the growing community effort to reduce death 
and injury in alcohol and risk-related crashes and other incidents. 
 

LOCATION: Canada, U.S.A., Brazil, Australia, and Japan.  Over 100 sites 
and growing 

WHERE: Local hospitals and rehabilitation centre 

WHEN: Primarily during the school year, but can also be done year 
round.  Programs are done at different intervals: weekly, bi-
weekly, monthly, bi-monthly and annually 

AUDIENCE:  Students age 15 and over accompanied by an adult leader 

WHAT HAPPENS: Students follow the course of injury from occurrence, through 
transport, treatment, rehabilitation and community re-integration 
phases.  They interact with a team of health professionals 
including a nurse, paramedic, police officer, and physician. 

  

Students are given information about: 

• Basic anatomy, physiology and the mechanics of injury 

• The effects of alcohol/drugs on judgment, concentration and co-ordination 

• The nature of injuries that can be repaired, and those that cannot 

• The effect of injury on families, finances and future plans 

The P.A.R.T.Y. team includes persons who have been injured, some still in acute care, 
others in rehabilitation, and some who have returned home.  They provide a personal 
perspective on the challenge of dealing with injury and “putting one’s life back on track.” 
 
OUTCOME: The program concludes with a challenge to the participants to  
become individually and collectively committed to promoting behaviours  
and activities that minimize the risk of injury.

The following criteria must be met prior to receiving approval to begin: 
 

• Arrange a site visit to view an existing P.A.R.T.Y. Program near you 
• Submit a Letter of Intent to P.A.R.T.Y. HQ and include the following information: 
 

o where your local P.A.R.T.Y. Program will take place  
o how often the program will run annually how many schools will participate  
o a list of the presenters who will take part in the P.A.R.T.Y. Program  
o an outline/agenda of your P.A.R.T.Y. Program day  
o operational commitment for the costs of your program. 
o provide letters of this commitment from organizations involved to P.A.R.T.Y. HQ 

upon request 
o letters of endorsement and/or evidence of potential involvement from community 

resources/persons and or organizations to P.A.R.T.Y. HQ upon request.  
 

Once the Letter of Intent has been sent to P.A.R.T.Y. HQ, and we are confident you 
have met all the requirements we will send the P.A.R.T.Y. Program License Agreement 
for signatures along with an invoice.  
 

To be considered a P.A.R.T.Y. Program, sites must: 
 

• Agree and sign a license agreement with Sunnybrook Health Sciences Centre  
• Accept established P.A.R.T.Y. Program Standards, Mission Statement, Goals and 

Objectives  
• Share successes and challenges with other P.A.R.T.Y. sites and P.A.R.T.Y. HQ  
• Participate in standardized evaluation methods created to aid the compilation of 

evaluation results  
• Submit an annual report of activities to P.A.R.T.Y. HQ, following the standardized 

reporting tool provided  
• Submit a site name for approval.
